Tem Boyer. In the absence of the Mayor and Chairman Pro Tem Councilwoman
Barton was asked to chair the meeting.

Joint Session with Park Board to discuss and approve recommendations regarding:
¢ The August batlot and how it will impact the parks
¢ Discuss budget planning for the parks

City Manager Randall presented information on the upcoming sales tax election.
Information had previously been presented to the old park board as well as with
President Pettit on the issue before council made the decision to put it on the baliot.

Certain park activities are presently funded through the general fund. If the ballot issue
passed, those expenses would be transferred to the Park and Storm Water Control Fund
which would free up approximately $150,000 in the general fund which could be used
for other things.

In return for the ballot issue passing the city agreed to no longer collect the portion of
the levy which relates to the park tax. This would result in a reduction of taxes for all
property owners. Sales tax would then be coliected from every purchase made within
the city limits. The Department of Revenue would make monthly remittances to the city
which would be credited to the Park/Storm Water Control Fund. Only expenditures for
Park or Storm Water Control would be allowable expenses to come from the sales tax
revenue. The new revenue, by statue, would not be allowed to be comingled with other
city funds.

The park board, upon passage of the ballot issue, would then become an advisory
committee rather than an administrative one. The board would continue to function and



would recommend/request funding from city council for the coming year just as all other
departments of the city do. City Council previously determined they would be willing to
provide the park board with a minimum of $100,000 each vyear if the sales tax Issue
passed. The board would then prepare its annual budget request with any
improvements they wish to do for the next year and submit it through the budgeting
process. City Council would then determine how the sales tax money would be allocated
for the next year. The city has not, for many years, been able to budget any money
toward storm water control,

President Pettit asked to whom the Recreation Director would report to if hired? City
Manager Randall replied that it would depend on their job description and duties. All
employees are under the supervision of the City Manager.

President Pettit stated that she had been talking to MoDOT about putting curbed
sidewalk in along the south end of Qak Park. They quoted her an estimate of $10,000
per block for them to install the sidewalk. She felt the cost was exorbitant and didn't
want to spend that much of their Dyer money to do the job. She asked council if they
would be in support of the public works department laying the sidewalk. No official vote
was taken because it was not on the agenda however, all members would be in favor,

VI PUBLIC COMMENT

Steve Madewell — Farmers Market Vendor

Mr. Madewell lodged his complaint to council about the farmers markets not being able
to sell produce from Oak Park after July 1, 2015.

Kelly Johnston-227 E. College

Mr. Johnston did extensive research on the Radio Shack building and found that it was
built in 1892 which makes the building 123 years old. Originally it was a two story
building and in 1908 a third floor was added. Sometime after 1945 the third floor caught
fire which brought the building back to its original two floors.

The building is a very important historical building in Aurora and should be preserved
according to Johnston. It has green vertical cast iron members on the front exterior of
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Tinproving the qualiy of life for Auror!

the building. Only one other building on the square has that. The stars along the side of
the building were used to hold the walls together. Limestone keystones over the
windows were hand done along with the massive brick work on the building. He felt that
proved the sign of wealth and a well-built building. No structural issues were found with
the exception of an open hatch on the roof which allows the elements in. He felt the
building was solid with the exception of the bad corner.

Mr. Johnston felt council should consider giving the property the opportunity of being
put on the open market to see if anyone would be interested in rehabbing it. He stated
demolition takes away all the options for the future.

City Attorney Reynolds stated he had spoken to Mrs. Shreve and she was ready to quick
claim the building over to the city. She felt it was more of a liability to her. The value of
the building was less than the price tag to repair it.

Council discussed the possibility of getting a grant for restoration of the building. City
Manager Randall stated he felt at some point the downtown area needed to be claimed
as a Historical Preservation District, However local property owners were against it when
it was previously pursued. If the area was a historical district a small amount of money
would be available for grants. Only 20% of applications get funded.

Before pursuing any grants the city would need to do an Environmental Assessment
before taking possession of the property. DNR would assess the problems which would
guide the next steps to take. Mr. Randall stated that he was in the process of putting
together an application for the environmental assessment. The present owners would
need to give approval for entrance to the property. Phase I of the assessment could
take up to 60 days. If hazardous waste is found it would throw it into Phase II.

Council decided to postpone the demolition on the property until the environmental
assessment has been completed.
