The stores are locally owned and leased out to Dollar General, This
store will be owned by a developer from West Plains.

Section 245.040 of the Municipal
Code of Ordinances will not allow commercial enterprise in any park. By
amending this ordinance it will allow commercial enterprise if a Special Event
Permit has been issued by the city.

L Disenssion] Approval to waive the provision in Section 245,040 (7) of the Municipal
Cade of Ordinances probibiting the advancement of a commercial enterprise in the park
(Junkapalooza/ Rat Rod Car Show)

The current city ordinance specifically states any vendor participating in a special

event must purchase a twenty-five ($25) business license. Park Board

recommended to city council to reduce the fee to a $12.50 event fee.

Mayor Boyer stated he had different feelings about this because of the Farmers
Market. Paul Ward, Vice President of the park board stated the Farmers Market
people were in town weekly compared to this being a one day event.,

Ed Witte suggested that the city should implement a peddler's license. He had
done other events in other cities and in other states and he had never had to
pay more than a $15 fee any place he had held a show in.

City Manager Randall asked City Attorney Reynolds if the city could reduce their
business license fee for this one event. City Attorney Reynolds stated no, the City
cannot go against its ordinances.

Counciiman Ramirez questioned the Tuesday evening resale on the TBB lot. On
their website it advertises it as a garage sale he stated. The city presently
requires a permit for a garage sale however there is no charge for the permit.
That particular sale is held on private property.
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City Manager Randall made another suggestion to charge a different fee for
special events. This would eliminate the need for a business license for vendors,
City Attorney Reynolds stated council needed to task the City Manager with
drafting an ordinance to accomplish the council's goals. City Manager Randal} will
bring legislation back to the next meeting.
