X. NEW BUSINESS _

A Presentation By Kin: Mobley npdating Gro 2.0 Initiative
Kim Mobley represented.the Gro 2.0 group giving an insight to the Initiative. The City of
Aurora applied for a grant two years ago through the USDA and was runner up. The
USDA let the city in on the second round of the grant based upon the improvements
that the city was striving for. Kim discussed that the city was 6 months into the program
and that they had sent out a city-wide survey and have had 289 surveys returned and
they are hoping to receive at least 11 more. They meet the third Thursday of each
month at 8:30 at the Central Office and the meeting is open to all with an interest.
There is an upcoming webinar at 12:00, July 19™, 2018. Mrs. Mobley stated that the
mission was to improve the quality of life by educating the community through events
such job fairs and webinars. She also talked about the economic development
opportunity and giving voices to all citizens within the community. Signs have been
made and are present in yards around the community that present the slogan “One
town, One team, One heartbeat”. Anyone can pick up a sign at the school’s district
office. Mrs. Mobley presented a t-shirt that her publications class and Paul ward helped
to develdp. The t-shirts will be available within the district office. Mrs. Mobley expressed
gratitude and many thanks for all the assistance that the Gro 2.0 Initiative has received
thus far.

B. Resolution No, 2018-1649

A Resolution of the City of Anrora, Missouri authoriging the City Manager lo execnte a

contract with CivicPlus for website design and bosting
City Manager Holmes explained that he wouid like to cover some issues as to why
we are looking into website design and hosting. The current website hasn’t moved
forward as the previous developer has disappeared. Numerous attempts have
been made to reach the current provider but have been unsuccessful. City Manager
Holmes stated that he would like to work with the City Attorney to contact the
current vendor for breach of contract and move forward with a new vendor.
City Manager Holmes stated that Section 125.160 “Exemptions”, gives the
opportunity to waive the purchasing policy. Sub-Section A. Generafly. Although the
appropriate authority shall endeavor to obtain the highest quality professional
services at the least expense, the provisions of this Chapter shali not apply to the
procurement of professional services, including but not limited to that of
professional engineers, consultants, certified public accounts, auditors, attorneys
and judges. City Manager Holmes feels we should use this exemption for services
not covering any new grounds by not taking bids. The City Manager believes that
we should move forward if the Council wishes and then follow up with the Chamber
and their participation.
Councilman McWade made mention of calling the City Clerk today and requesting
the Procurement Policy. He states that City Manager Holmes has only provided
the parts necessary to bypass the proper way. Councilman McWade understands
the work and effort that has gone into the preparation of Resolution 2018-1649.
City Manager Holmes states that he has given each member of Council the City
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| Ordlnance in |ts ent|rety as requested by Councnlman McWade Councﬂman

McWade states that anyone can be a professional when they go out and do a
professional job. He states that there is no rhyme or reason to approve.
Councilman McWade would like to determine what the hurry and rush is to not
go through the proper procedure. He asks when the last time this was done. City
Manager Holmes responds with, when we are working with engineers.
Councilman McWade again states there is no reason for Council to go through
with it without an emergency. He states that there is no reason to take the back
door. Councilman McWade agrees that everyone wants this done and wants the
best group or organization to do it. He states that the Council is here for the City
of Aurora, why not do it the right way? Councilman McWade asks if there is an
agreement with the Chamber? How much time will it take following the policy?
City Manager states that there is no contractual agreement with the Chamber
and that it will take 30-60 days to complete following the policy. Councilman
McWade asks the Council to do it the right way and to get bids so that all
processes are done the same.

Mayor Oplinger states that City Manager Holmes has presented the Resolution
the proper way and that he is doing things proper. She had researched CivicPlus
and states that it is a great company and a great way to move forward.
Councilman McWade states that he agrees with the whole process, but he
doesn't agree with the way that it is being done. He has no problem with it and
he agrees with it all BUT he doesn't feel the waiver is needed. He states that we
should follow procedure and that we don't have to accept the lowest bid.

Councilman McWade makes a motion to do the bid process and not the waiver.

Councilman Wiles adds to the discussion with the question, Is it mobile-friendly?
City Manager Holmes responds, yes. Chairman Pro Tem Ferguson states that he
is unclear on how a motion was just made and how that process works. It was
stated that the current motion does not have a second. City Attorney stated that
there was a motion before Council and that the original motion should be
amended to approve the motion made by Councilman McWade.

Councilman McWade made the motion to amend his original motion of doing the
bid process and not the waiver.

Councilman McWade made the motion to table the issue and follow the bid
process and not go with a waiver. Chairman Pro Tem Ferguson seconded the
motion. Motion passed with the following council members voting aye:
